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USTM PROFESSOR CONTRIBUTES TO LANDMARK GLOBAL STUDY
PUBLISHED IN THE LANCET NEUROLOGY

In a remarkable achievement for the academic and research community of North East India, Dr.
Yugal Kishore Mohanta, Assistant Professor at the University of Science and Technology
Meghalaya (USTM), has contributed to a major international research study published in the
prestigious journal The Lancet Neurology (Impact Factor: 45).

The research analyses
the global, regional, and national burden of meningitis from 1990 to 2023, examining its risk
factors, mortality trends, and various disease-causing aetiologies. Dr. Mohanta's contribution
forms part of a large-scale collaborative effort involving leading scientists, researchers, and
institutions from across the globe under the framewaork of the Global Burden of Disease (GBD)
Study. The findings of the study highlight significant progress made in reducing meningitis-related
mortality in several regions while also drawing attention to continuing challenges faced by low-
and middle-income countries where meningitis remains a major public health concern. Speaking
on the significance of the study, Dr Mohanta stated, “Meningitis continues to be a serious health
challenge, especially among vulnerable populations.

Birla Corporation Limited concluded FY25-26 with record cement sales and a robust growth in full-year net
profit, overcoming depressed market conditions. The Company's net profit for the year at Rs 558 crore
represents 89% growth over the previous year. Backed by substantial volume growth in sales of blended as
well as premium cement, the Company's full-year consolidated cement sales at 18.72 million tons (mt) were
at a record high. The Company achieved a capacity utilization of 95% for the full year, against an estimated
industry average of around 70%.
